Residents of the Town of Conway will be issued a library card at no charge. Persons residing 

outside of the Town of Conway, but who own property, work, or attend school in the Town, are 

also eligible for a free library card. Proof of residency, taxpayer status, employment, or 

enrollment in a Conway school is required prior to a card being issued. The minimum age to 

receive a library card is 5. 

 

Non-residents may register for borrowing privileges by paying an annual fee determined by the 

Library Board of Trustees. All non-resident cards shall be paid in full at the time of purchase. 

Proper identification must be presented prior to a card being issued.  

 

Conway Public Library may enter into an agreement with other municipalities to provide library 

services to their residents.
